The Spotlight program will present excerpts of performances by leading contemporary performing artists and
companies from Australia and New Zealand, alongside a number of full-length Adelaide Fringe and Adelaide
Festival productions.

Searchlight will bring artists, companies, producers, directors and other creative individuals together to
present and discuss ideas for new projects and works in development. It will also provide a platform for
innovative works with unusual presentation formats, be they process-driven, large-scale, site-specific or
technically challenging.
